Treaty between the Hittite king Suppiluliumas and the vassal 
Huqqanas: 

 
“And you, Huqqanas, know only the Sun regarding 

lordship; also my son (of) whom I, the Sun, say ‘This one 
everyone should know...you, Huqqanas, know 

him.  Moreover (those) who are my sons, his brothers, 
(or) my brothers...know as a brother and associate.  

Moreover, another lord...do not...know!  The Sun [alone] 
‘know’!  ...Moreover, any other do not know!” 



1 Chronicles 28:9   
 

“As for you, my son Solomon, know the Elohim of your 
father, and serve Him with a perfect heart and with a 

pleasing life, for יהוה searches all hearts and understands 
all the intent of the thoughts. If you do seek Him, He is 

found by you; but if you forsake Him, He rejects you 
forever.  



Treaty between the Hittite king Muwattalis and the vassal 
Alaksandus: 

 
 
 

“As he [the rebel] is an enemy to you, even so he is an 
enemy to the Sun; [and] I, the Sun, will know only you.” 
 



The treaty between Muwattalis and Alaksandus: 
 
 
 

“Moreover, this tablet which I made for you, 
Alaksandus, let them read it to you three times yearly, 

year after year, and you, Alaksandus, know it” 
 



A letter from Esarhaddon to the Cimmerains (enemies): 
 
 
 

“They are nomads, they know neither an oath by the 
god(s) nor a sworn agreement [treaty]” 

 



Genesis 18:17-19 
 

And יהוה said, “Shall I hide from Aḇraham what I am 
doing, since Aḇraham is certainly going to become a 
great and mighty nation, and all the nations of the 

earth shall be blessed in him? “For I have known him, 
so that he commands his children and his household 

after him, to guard the way of יהוה, to do righteousness 
and right-ruling, so that יהוה brings to Aḇraham what 

He has spoken to him.”  
 
 



Exodus 33:12-13 
 

And Mosheh said to יהוה, “See, You are saying to me, 
‘Bring up this people.’ But You have not made known to 

me whom You would send with me, though You have 
said, ‘I know you by name, and you have also found 
favor in My eyes.’ “And now, please, if I have found 

favor in Your eyes, please show me Your way, and let 
me know You, so that I find favor in Your eyes. And

2 Samuel 7:18-22 
 

And Sovereign Daviḏ went in and sat before יהוה and he said, 
“Who am I, O Master יהוה? And what is my house, that You have 

brought me this far? “And yet this was a small matter in Your 
eyes, O Master יהוה. And You have also spoken of Your servant’s 
house for a great while to come. And is this the teaching of man, 
O Master יהוה? “And what more does Daviḏ say to You? For You, 

Master יהוה, know Your servant. “Because of Your word, and 
according to Your own heart, You have done all this greatness, to 
make it known to Your servant. “You are great indeed, O Master 
 ,For there is none like You, and there is no Elohim but You .יהוה

according to all that we have heard with our ears.  



Amos 3:1-2 
 
 

Hear this word that יהוה has spoken against you, O 
children of Yisra’ĕl, against the entire clan which I 

brought up from the land of Mitsrayim, saying, “You 
alone have I known of all the clans of the earth, 

therefore I punish you for all your crookednesses.”  
 



1 Samuel 2:11-12 
 
 
 

And Elqanah went to his house at Ramah. But the 
youth served יהוה before Ěli the priest. And the sons of 

Ěli were sons of Beliyaʽal – they did not know יהוה.  
 
 



Exodus 1:8-10   
 
 

Then a new sovereign arose over Mitsrayim, who did 
not know Yosĕph, and he said to his people, “See, the 

people of the children of Yisra’ĕl are more and stronger 
than we, come, let us act wisely towards them, lest 

they increase, and it shall be when fighting befalls us, 
that they shall join our enemies and fight against us, 

and shall go up out of the land.”  
 
 



Exodus 5:1-2 
 
 
And afterwards Mosheh and Aharon went in and said 
to Pharaoh, “Thus said יהוה Elohim of Yisra’ĕl, ‘Let My 
people go, so that they keep a festival to Me in the 
wilderness.’ ” And Pharaoh said, “Who is יהוה, that I 
should obey His voice to let Yisra’ĕl go? I do not know 
  ”.nor am I going to let Yisra’ĕl go ,יהוה
 



 
 

To truly “know” YHWH is to have full faith in His 
Word.  This means you fully believe both the blessings 
and curses, you know that He will always provide for 

you basic needs (food and shelter), but that He will by 
all means correct you with a rod of iron. 



Jeremiah 22:15-17 
 

“Do you reign because you enclose yourself in cedar? 
Did not your father eat and drink, and do right-ruling 
and righteousness? Then it was well with him.  “He 
defended the cause of the poor and needy – then it 
was well. Was this not to know Me?” declares יהוה.  

“But your eyes and your heart are only upon your own 
greedy gain, and on shedding innocent blood, and on 

oppression and on doing violence.”  



“And by flatteries he shall profane those who do wrong 
against the covenant, but the people who know their 

Elohim shall be strong, and shall act. “And those of the 
people who have insight shall give understanding to many. 

And they shall stumble by sword and flame, by captivity 
and plundering, for days. “And when they stumble, they 

shall be helped, a little help, but many shall join them, by 
flatteries. “And some of those who have insight shall 

stumble, to refine them, and to cleanse them, and to make 
them white, until the time of the end, for it is still for an 

appointed time.

Numbers 14:30-32 
 

 
‘None of you except Kalĕḇ son of Yephunneh, and 
Yehoshua son of Nun, shall enter the land which I 

swore I would make you dwell in. ‘But your little ones, 
whom you said would become a prey, I shall bring in, 

and they shall know the land which you have rejected. 
‘But as for you, your carcasses are going to fall in this 

wilderness.  
 



Hosea 2:19-20 
 
 

“And I shall take you as a bride unto Me forever, and 
take you as a bride unto Me in righteousness, and in 

right-ruling, and kindness and compassion. “And I shall 
take you as a bride unto Me in trustworthiness, and 

you shall know יהוה.  
 
 



Hosea 4:1-2   
 

Hear the word of יהוה, you children of Yisra’ĕl, for יהוה 
has a case against the inhabitants of the land: “For 

there is no truth or kindness or knowledge of Elohim in 
the land.  “Swearing, and lying, and murdering, and 

stealing, and committing adultery have increased. And 
bloodshed follows bloodshed.  

 



Hosea 4:6   
 
 
 

“My people have perished for lack of knowledge. 
Because you have rejected knowledge, I reject you 

from being priest for Me. Since you have forgotten the 
Torah of your Elohim, I also forget your children.  



Hosea 8:1-4  
 

“Put the ram’s horn to your mouth, like an eagle 
against the House of יהוה, because they have 

transgressed My covenant, and they have rebelled 
against My Torah.  “They cry out to Me, ‘My Elohim – 
we, Yisra’ĕl, know You!’   “Yisra’ĕl has rejected what is 

good, an enemy pursues him. “They have made 
sovereigns, but not from Me. They have made rulers, 
but I have not known. From their silver and gold they 

made idols for themselves, so that they are cut off.  



Hosea 13:4-6   
 

“But I am יהוה your Elohim since the land of Mitsrayim, 
and an Elohim besides Me you shall not know, for there 
is no Savior besides Me.  “I knew you in the wilderness, 

in the land of drought.  “When they were fed they 
were satisfied. They were satisfied and their heart was 

exalted, therefore they forgot Me.  
 



Jeremiah 31:31-36 
 

“See, the days are coming,” declares יהוה, “when I shall make 
a new covenant with the house of Yisra’ĕl and with the house 
of Yehuḏah,  not like the covenant I made with their fathers in 

the day when I took them by the hand to bring them out of 
the land of Mitsrayim, My covenant which they broke, though 

I was a husband to them,” declares יהוה. “For this is the 
covenant I shall make with the house of Yisra’ĕl after those 

days, declares יהוה:  I shall put My Torah in their inward parts, 
and write it on their hearts. And I shall be their Elohim, and 

they shall be My people.  



Jeremiah 31:31-36 
 

“And no longer shall they teach, each one his neighbor, and 
each one his brother, saying, ‘Know יהוה,’ for they shall all 
know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them,” 

declares יהוה. “For I shall forgive their crookedness, and 
remember their sin no more.” Thus said יהוה, who gives the 

sun for a light by day, and the laws of the moon and the stars 
for a light by night, who stirs up the sea, and its waves roar – 
 of hosts is His Name: “If these laws vanish from before יהוה

Me,” declares יהוה, “then the seed of Yisra’ĕl shall also cease 
from being a nation before Me forever.”
